CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL

AMENDMENT A
Currently, the Wyoming Constitution al-
lows the legislature to authorize the invest-
ment of public employee retirement sys-
tems funds and permanent state funds in
equities, such as stock or shares in private
or public companies. Permanent funds
of the state include funds designated as
permanent funds by the Constitution. The
Wyoming Constitution does not allow the
state to invest any other funds in equities.
The adoption of this amendment would
allow the legislature, by two-thirds vote of
the members of both houses, to authorize
the investment of additional specified state
funds in equities.

1. $2,430,000 FOR THE County for the
Road and Bridge Infrastructure improve-
ment projects which are in need of reha-
bilitation, improvement, and/or replace-
ment. These projects are more specifically
described as follows. (1) Replace County
Bridge EHO at Lane 3 over the Deaver
Canal northwest of Garland. Structure will
be replaced with a box culvert at an esti-
mated cost of $95,000; (2) Replace County
Bridge FQV located on County Road 60S
(Beverly Drive) over the Cody Canal with
a 3-sided pre-cast concrete bridge struc-
ture at an estimated cost of $192,000; (3)
Replace County Bridge EGD located on
County Road 6QS (Lower Southfork Road)
over the Shoshone River near Andy Mar-
tin Hill with new bridge while correcting
approaches and alignment problems. The
estimated cost is $1.37 million; and (4) Re-
habilitate and improve certain sections of
County Road 6WX (South Fork Road) in-
cluding drainage improvements, correction
of alignment/site distance issues and road
base. The estimated cost of improvements
to CR 6WX is $773,000; and

ADA Ramp Improvements throughout the
City (3) Crack Seal and Chip Seal Improve-
ments on paved Public Streets (excluding
alleys) within the following Subdivisions
and Streets: Spirit Mountain, Valley View
1 and 2, Indian Circle, Windsor Estates,
Chugwater Rims, Skyline, Thayer, Cedar
Ridge, Glendale, Rocky Mountain Addi-
tion, Adix Addition, Shepard, Hilltop, West
Henson’s Terrace, Henson’s Terrace,
West and East Dacken, Highland Manor,
Cody Heights, Hillcrest, Meadowbrook,
Pebble Creek, Nielson Addition (excluding
Woming Ave.), Olive Glenn Dr., Lichen Dr.,

4. $2,000,000 to the Town of Meeteetse for
the Sewer Lift Station Rehabilitation and
Water, Sewer and Electrical Installation at
Industrial Site.
