Park County Board of County Commissioners
Regular Meeting
April 15, 2014

A regular meeting of the Board of County Commissioners of Park County,
Wyoming, was held on Tuesday, April 15, 2014. Present were Chairman Bucky Hall,
Commissioners Loren Grosskopf, Lee Livingston, Joe Tilden and Tim French, and
County Clerk Jerri Torczon.

Chairman Hall called the meeting to order and led the audience in the Pledge
of Allegiance.

Approval - Letter to Northwest Rural Water District.

Greg Meinecke, County Engineer, came before the Board and presented a
letter to Northwest Rural Water District regarding issues with the contractor on the
North End Waterline Project and the Right-of-Way Permit. Five items of violation
were outlined in the letter. It was moved by Commissioner Livingston, seconded by
Commissioner Tilden and unanimously carried to approve the letter. Commissioner
Livingston was not present for the remainder of the morning meeting.

Recess.

The meeting recessed for a staff meeting and a Worksession in the Old Law
Library with the County Clerk and Treasurer regarding the audit.

Cowboy & Cowgqirl Ambassador Update.

Ray and Jackie Maple, a.k.a. Tom O'Day and Bronco Nell, came before the
Board and presented an update regarding their Cowboy & Cowgirl Ambassador
activities. They also introduced Marlin Yorty, a.k.a. Kid Currey. It was reported that
they have targeted most of their presentations at senior centers and retirement
homes. They will be doing a presentation at the Hyart Theater in Lovell as part of a
fund riser for the Kane Museum and they are planning a trip to Pennsylvania next
year. They have represented Cody and Park County a great deal throughout the
year. The Commissioners thanked Ray, Jackie and Marlin for their continued efforts
and activities in supporting Park County as the Cowboy and Cowgirl Ambassadors.

Public Health Monthly Update.

Bill Crampton, Public Health Nurse Manager, came before the Board and
presented the Public Health Monthly Update. It was reported that the number of
contacts with new parents has gone down due to an increase for nurse midwives.
Attempts to contact nurse midwives will be made to inform them of services provided
by Public Health.

Approval - Funding Request for World War | State Memorial.

Buck Wilkerson, representing the Wyoming Veterans Memorial Park, came
before the Board and requested a contribution to the World War | State Memorial that
will be completed in May. The Commissioners approved $5,000.00 in funding for
construction on the Wyoming Korean War Veterans Memorial, $10,000.00 for the
Wyoming State Vietnam War Memorial and $10,000.00 for the World War II
Memorial. It was moved by Commissioner Grosskopf, seconded by Commissioner
Tilden and unanimously carried to approving funding for the World War | State
Memorial, in the amount of $10,000.00.

Discussion - Wyoming Department of Health Request for Park County
Commissioner to serve on Select Committee.

A discussion was held on whether to appoint a Commissioner to serve on the
Select Committee of the Wyoming Department of Health, Behavioral Health Division,
regarding substance abuse treatment services in Hot Springs County. It appears that
Park County is not an affected County as part of that process, and the consensus of
the Board was not to appoint a Commissioner to this Committee.

Teecee Barrett, Deputy Clerk, came before the board and presented a grant
draft request from the State Loan & Investment Board for the Fairgrounds Electrical
and Infrastructure Upgrades, in the amount of $66,909.51. It was moved by
Commissioner Grosskopf, seconded by Commissioner French and unanimously
carried to approve the request and authorized the Chairman to sign.

Approval - Letter Requesting Extension to Wyoming Business Council for
George Farms Dairy Processing Feasibility Study.

County Clerk Jerri Torczon presented a letter drafted to the Wyoming
Business Council requesting an extension for the George Farms Dairy Processing
Feasibility Study. The deadline is May 1, 2014 and a request of six months is being
requested. It was moved by Commissioner French, seconded by Commissioner
Tilden and unanimously carried to approve the letter requesting an extension.



Recess for Lunch.

The meeting recessed for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m. Commissioner
Livingston was present during the afternoon meeting.

Public Hearing — Application of Western Leaseco, Inc. for a Zoning Map
Amendment to Rezone From a General Rural 35-Acre (GR-35) District to a
General Rural 5-Acre (GR-5) District.

Chairman Hall opened the public hearing on the application of Western
Leaseco, Inc. for a Zoning Map Amendment to rezone from a General Rural 35-Acre
(GR-35) District to General Rural 5-Acre (GR-5) District on 4 respective properties
located at 71 Hedrick Spring Road, 24 Hedrick Spring Road, 26 Hedrick Spring Road,
and an adjacent vacant parcel, within that pt. of Tract 42, Lots 46, 47, 56, 67, Sec. 19,
T52N, R104W, Park County, Wyoming. Becky Ross, Planner I, and Linda Gillett,
Planning and Zoning Director, presented the staff report and answered questions of
the Board. Colin Simpson presented comments on behalf of the applicant Western
Leasco, Inc. and Maurice P. Solie, Jr. Comments were also presented by Maurice P.
Solie, Jr. Due to time constraints, it was moved by Commissioner Livingston,
seconded by Commissioner Tilden and unanimously carried to continue the public
hearing until May 6, 2014 at 3:00 p.m.

A
bid was received from Larry Ostermiller, in the amount of $250.00, for the property
located in Garland. A bid for $10.00 was received from J.R. Megee for the property
south of Frannie. A bid was received from the Higbie Family Trust, in the amount of
$5,776.00 for the property on Stagecoach Trail. A bid was received from Hogg's
Black Diamond Cattle LP, in the amount of $150.00, for the rural Meeteetse property.
A bid from the Bank of Powell, was received in the amount of $2,000.00 for Road 8
right-of-way. No bids were received for properties located in Frannie or north of
Frannie.

County Clerk Jerri Torczon reported the proper fee was on file in her
office, the property advertising had been completed and no protests on the issuance
of the license had been received. There were no comments from the audience. It
was moved by Commissioner Tilden, seconded by Commissioner French and
unanimously carried to close the public hearing.

Chairman Bucky Hall opened the public hearing for a Retail Liquor License
Application for Double Diamond X Ranch, LLC dba Double Diamond X Ranch for a
16' x 20' room in the NW portion of the Main Lodge, located at 3453 Southfork Road,
Cody, Wyoming. County Clerk Jerri Torczon reported the proper fee was on file in
her office, the property advertising had been completed and no protests on the
issuance of the license had been received. Matthew Dzialak answered questions of
the Board. No other comments were presented from the audience. It was moved by
Commissioner Grosskopf, seconded by Commissioner Livingston and unanimously
carried to close the public hearing.

Worksession in Old Law Library with Plan One Architects, County Engineer,
Superintendent of Buildings & Grounds and Park County Fair Board.

A worksession was held in the Old Law Library with Plan One Architects, the
County Engineer, Superintendent of Buildings & Grounds and the Park County Fair
Board regarding the plans and design for the new Exhibit Hall at the Park County
Fairgrounds. A preliminary design was presented to the Board and staff, with initial
cost estimates. The design of the building was discussed and changes were
suggested. Another worksession will be held on April 22, 2014 at 3:00 p.m.
