Approve-Request to Hire County Attorney. 
 
 Bryan Skoric, County Attorney, requested approval for replacement of existing 
personnel.  The previous employee resigned shortly before the hiring freeze was 
implemented, and interviews were scheduled before the hiring freeze.  Skoric has 
reduced the position from a 32 hour benefited position to 29 hours non-benefited.  He 
has evaluated the need for filling the position and feels that it is imperative that this 
position to be filled in order to meet demands and maintain work flow in the Powell 
office.  Commissioner Tilden moved to approve the request to hire, seconded by 
Commissioner Grosskopf and unanimously carried. 
 
Approval-Associated Federal Funding Accountability & Transparency Act 
(FFATA) and Update on Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) 
Contract. 
 
 Teecee Barrett, Grants Coordinator, presented the FFATA certificate to the 
Board for approval.  Barrett also updated the Board on the status of the TANF 
contract.  Currently the TANF contract is in the Attorney General’s office awaiting 
requested verbiage changes per the Park County Attorney.  After these changes are 
made and the Attorney General signs the contract it will be sent to the Board for the 
Chairman’s signature.  Following the Chairman’s signature it will be sent to the 
Department of Family Services Office for the final signature.  Commissioner Tilden 
moved to approve the FFATA certificate and allow the Chairman to sign, seconded by 
Commissioner Grosskopf and unanimously carried.  Commissioner Tilden moved to 
approve the TANF contract upon approval of the Park County Attorney and allow the 
Chairman to sign, seconded by Commissioner Livingston and unanimously carried.
